The
committee realized that formulating a definitive dress
code that outlines all appropriate and inappropriate cloth-
ing and accessories to wear at school is difficult due to the
constantly changing fashion industry. But, students need
to dress in such a way as to not disrupt or inter-
fere with the educational process.




Guidelines for Students:

Students who violate the student dress code will be required to

e Dress in a manner that is safe, appropriate, and that will modify their appearance by covering or removing the offending

not disrupt or interfere with the educational process. item, and, if necessary or practical, replacing it with an accepta-
ble item. Any student who refuses to do so will be subject to
discipline, up to and including suspension for the day. Any
student who repeatedly fails to comply with the dress code will
be subject to further discipline, up to and including out-of-
school suspension.

e Wear safe and functional footwear at all times, as deter-
mined by the Administration.

o Not wear hats or head coverings except for medical or
religious reasons.

o Not wear clothing that has vulgarities or obscenities, or that
is libelous toward or denigrating of others.

o Not wear clothing that promotes or endorses the use of
alcohol, tobacco or illegal drugs, or that encourages other
illegal or violent activities.
